Responsibilities and Oversight:

Overall, the position will perform pre-sales site surveys and preliminary network layout designs for projects as directed by the area sales representatives; and will engage with prospects in answering technical questions that arise.  The network engineer is a critical member of our Access Services team.
The key responsibilities will be:
· Complete pre-sales project site inspections and determine needs for readiness of property to build out wireless mesh network.

· Collect relevant information as to site map or building design and location of available electrical power and telephone connections.

· Develop preliminary design for layout of wireless mesh gateway and repeater radios and submit to design engineering staff for final approval.

· Work with sales representatives who are responsible for scheduling site surveys and handle potential timing conflicts between assignments.
· Manage workflow with subcontractors who provide site surveys or network installations; and ensure quality control of subcontractors’ work.
· Develop thorough working knowledge of the Meraki technology for wireless mesh networking to include complete understanding of system capabilities.  Should the company decide on an alternative technology provider, the sales engineer will need to become expert in the new supplier’s offering.

· Complete technical certifications as required.
Requirements:
To be successful, the candidate must possess a degree or equivalent technical training, and a minimum of 2 years working with wireless networking in a pre-sales environment.  In addition, the candidate must have an excellent working knowledge in computer networking and specific understanding in wireless systems.
Additional requirements include:
· Demonstrated ability in analysis and problem-solving while on a job site in order to best help clients develop confidence in the company’s technical capabilities.
